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Academic team 
The Fordland Academic team has made it 
through the large school portion of their 
competition schedule and carries a 20 - 12 
record into the second half of their season.  
Highlights include a 200 - 55 win over host 
Willard at the Willard Invitational (where 
Fordland tied for 4th place out of 14 primarily 
Central Ozark Conference teams), victories 
over Ozark (280 - 175) and Osage (290 – 195) 
at the Richland Invitational (where the Eagles 
took 5th place of 24 teams), and a 195 - 105 
victory over Kickapoo at the Reeds Spring 
Invitational.  
 
The team participated in Missouri’s 2nd annual 
National Academic Qualifier Tournament on 
Saturday, February 21st.  Despite being the 
smallest school in attendance in a field where 
11 out of 15 schools were from either from St. 
Louis or Kansas City, the Eagles finished the 
tournament with a 5-5 record and won the 
consolation bracket.  Highlights included a 210 
-100 victory over St. Louis’s Parkway West 
and a 150-85 win against St. Louis perennial 
power Clayton (a game which Fordland trailed 
20-70 right before the end of the first half).  

 
The team went back to Rolla on March 7th to 
win the small school division (classes 1, 2, & 
3) of the Missouri S&T Spring Invitational.  
This win earned Fordland’s Academic Team 
their 2nd straight National Championship birth 
in both the NAQT and PACE National 
Invitationals.  Qualifying round wins included 
a 310 - 30 win over Hancock’s B team, a 250 - 
240 victory over Salem, and a 425 - 70 win 
over Crocker.  After earning the #1 seed and a 
playoff bye, Fordland began the playoffs with 
a 280 - 95 win in the semifinal, setting up a 
rematch with Salem.  Fordland’s balanced 4th 
quarter attack was too much for Salem, and the 
Eagles earned a come from behind 205 - 195 
victory in the championship match. 

 
Fordland will host the rescheduled Fordland 
Class 1 & 2 Invitational on Saturday, March 
21st, where they will attempt to win their 3rd 
straight home invitational varsity division 
crown and 4th straight home JV title.  The  
 

Eagles will compete in Gainesville the following 
Saturday, where they will be aiming for their 5th 
straight Summit Conference championship. In 
April, the Eagles will host the class 2 district 10 
championship, where they hope to win their 3rd 
district championship in 5 years.  This years’ 
varsity team is senior captain Adam Magnusson, 
senior Olivia Haggard, junior Rachel Byers, 
junior Bruce Green, and sophomore Nate Dyer.
